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Summary

Tomashevska M. V. Protest actions against Brexit in the media discourse of Great Britain
(June 2016-2020). - Article.

The article examines the reflection in the media space of Great Britain of the deployment of mass protests
against Brexit from June 2016 to 2020. In this context, it is proposed to define the anti-Brexit protest movement
as an effective way of political communication between the authorities and civil society, which required the
holding of a second referendum and/or a change of conditions agreement on the withdrawal of Great Britain
from the European Union.

A classification of media coverage of mass anti-Brexit protests was developed according to the following
criteria: goals, motives, style, nature of presentation of media materials; ideological and content orientation of
media products; the influence of the media on the political activity of protesters; participation and attitude of
the media towards protest actions.

Six types of coverage of anti-Brexit protests in the media were identified and characterized using specific
examples: informative (reporters refrained from their own political comments and assessments, and gave
the floor to the participants of the actions); informative and analytical (the media following the "hot tracks"
expressed their evaluations and judgments regarding the protest actions); ideologically engaged (biased, ten-
dentious ideological and political characteristics of protest actions); sensational and hyperbolized (intended to
impress the recipient with the scale and fateful significance of the protest actions); representative and person-
ified (focus of attention on the names of famous participants of protest actions); motivational and persuasive
(informative materials aimed at attracting the recipient to direct active participation in protest actions based
on the justification of their significance for social life and professional activity).

The cross-media approach made it possible to analyze the coverage of protest actions by different types of
media and the controversy between them on this issue.
